1) All Derby participants must have a valid California Fishing License in their possession. Children
under the age of 16 do not require a CA Fishing License.

2) The speed limit on the lake is 10 m.p.h. Violators will be cited and become ineligible for prize

money.
3) Participants must be officially registered to be eligible for any prizes.
4) A copy of your validated entry form will be returned to you. This is your official receipt and

you must have it in your possession during the derby.

5) Registration fees are not refundable. Registration will close on April 12, 2010 or upon
reaching 500 entries. Participants must be registered to win!

6) Sonar or other fish locating devices will not be permitted. All fish must be caught under the
guidelines of current California Sport Fishing Regulations. Amateurs only.

7) Lake McSwain is off limits to contestant fishing Friday April 16, 2010 until the Derby Kick-
Off at 7:00 a.m. Saturday.
